2) Financials- were not reviewed due to the Treasurer Terri Ward was ill and could only drop off the financial handout.

3) Finding Gracie- Income was 25,000.00 with an addition 1,400.00 paid for field lining and field lining expenses. Expenses for the move were paint and sting, which were covered by the 1,400 filed lining income.

4) Snack Stand- This past weekend was the opening weekend for the snack stand. We made approximately $250.00 not including expenses. 

a) There were some growing pains experienced with electrical circuits overloading and all of the juggling needed to try to keep the circuits from overloading.

· We need to improve the electric in the snack stand by Adding  some more outlets and moving the freezer to a different spot.

· We also nee to purchase some cabinets

b) The Maintenance person that was hired to clean the snack stand was dismissed for using poor judgement when he unlocked the snack stand for workers to work on the football field and then left the stand un-attended and wide open

c) A drop box will be at the snack stand, so anyone who wants to purchase clothing can fill out the order forms and drop it in the box during the game on Sunday

5) Field Status- Field 1 will most likely not be used this fall due to the damage suffered during the filming of the movie. 

a) The movie and the Soccer Club are still negotiating the amount to be paid by the production company to repair the field

b) The back flow preventor has had a block shelter started.

c) The Water service manhole has had a water meter installed and a new cover and ladder installed

6) Training Status- Training is going well nothing negative has be noted and Goalie training is not well attended. 

7)  Recreation Development Clinics- The South Plainfield Soccer Club, with cooperation of the Recreation department, has arranged a recreation training clinic with PremSoccer.
