5) New Lining Machine $2,300.00 approved by all voting members present

a) It was brought up that there is a back up lining machine, but it isn’t use full because it needs special paint and it works on a pressurized paint tank which can be dangerous

b) It was also mentioned that the lining machine currently being used is easy to operate and will make it easier to get people to volunteer to put lines down on the field

6) Flag Pole not voted upon because there were to many open questions and everyone agreed that If we installed a flag pole it would need to be done properly. This will be discussed at the next meeting
