1) Meeting Minutes from april 2007 were individually approved and approved. Note there was no meeting in May 2007 and so there were no meeting minutes to approve for May 2007
2) Financials - End of Fyscal year report was distributed.
a) Basket bingo expenses will be removed from the debits as the event never occurred. It will be re-introduced in the fall as we will use the baskets in the fall fund raiser.
3) Snack Stand – Ann Marie reports the snack stand is partially cleaned for the close of the season.
a) Snack stand is looking into having a Pepse cola distributor give the snack stand a refrigerator and then stock it with Pepse inventory.
b) The snack stand will have seasonal health inspections performed
4) Field Duty – The fields were closed on June 9, Now we have a team that made the Playoffs ( to he held at Kenneth Ave on Saturday June 16th) the Goals will be re-installed.
a) We need a new sprinkler control system which is valued at approximately $2500.00 Paul Billich is trying to get these materials donated to the club.
b) Summer Camps will be held on Field 2 
5) Training – All teams that received training have completed their training.
a) A few Teams still have their training money outstanding and need to pay the club.
6) Billboard  Fund raisers – Stephanie Walsh is assuming the control of this activity. So a new effort will be made to organize and try to get some of the sponsors to re-new their billboards.
7) Board Positions – There are 4 positions up for re-election Treasurer, Vice President ( currently held by Paul Billich), Vice President (currently held by Paul Baldassare) and  Vice President (currently held by Ken Noll) 
a) Nominees are Treasurer- Terry Ward, Vice President Paul Billich, Paul Seyffart & Ken Harrell. Stephanie Walsh was also nominated by denied the nomination
b) Elections to be held at the July meeting
8) Try-out results will be distributed to coaches except the Rockets which have not yet been delivered to the club by SDS (Soccer Development Schools).
a) Coaches review the results and finalize their rosters ASAP!
b) No U-8 or U-9 Girls teams as there were not enough tryout attendees to form a team
c) No U-14 Girls team
d) This coming season we will combine the U-12 & U-13 Girls to form 1 team
9) Work Bond – In the coming 2007 /2008 seasonal year the Work bond is going to be increased from 50.00 to $100.00 per player and 150.00 per family if there is more than one player in a family.
a) If a player did not full-fill their work bond the $50.00 Bond will be confiscated and they will have to pay $100.00 for a new Bond.
b) If a player full-filled their requirements the $50.00 bond from this past year can be rolled over and they would have to pay the remaining $50.00.
c) The requirements to keep your work bond credit rolling over is volunteering  3 hours per player per season (fall is one season, spring is another season). 
i) Canning does not count toward the 3 hours per season it is in addition to the requirement.
ii) Ways satisfy the Work Bond are: Snack Stand  Duty, Fall or Spring Fund Raiser (Which is To be Determined),  Major Field Duty tasks (ie: when we need to install the New Sprinkler control system), other events that are deemed worthy by the President and Executive Board. 
(1) Being an Assistant Coach  can be a way to satisfy the Bond Requirement but you must be an active Assistant Coach and not just on the Roster.
