There are some restrictions to the number of people allowed in some of the locations so this RSVP is necessary.

All meetings begin promptly at 7:30pm; please arrive in plenty of time so that you are comfortably seated by the time the meeting begins. Clubs are encouraged to attend meetings within there region, but are not restricted from attending a meeting that may be more in keeping with there schedule.
